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What’s included in each income and expense category?

Income:

Player Assessment Fee – $55/field sport player and $20/non-field sport player.  This income is the prime source of revenue to pay for cost paid at the Foundation level (see expense chart).

Field Use Fees – fees charged for team practices and fees paid by the Lonestar Soccer Club for practice and game field use.

Tournaments/Camps – fees paid by outside organizations such as Lonestar Soccer Club, Skyhawks, etc., to host tournament and camps at T&C.
Concession Income – income from sales in T&C snack shacks.

Fundraising/Sponsorship – includes advertising income from businesses with field banners and signs.  Also includes decal sales, additional donations at registrations and other fundraising efforts.

Interest/Other – bank interest, support funds from vendors and other miscellaneous income.

Expenses:

Mortgage/Insurance – This covers mortgage payments of $13,517/month on a loan of $1.15 million and fire and liability insurance.

Facility Maintenance – includes maintenance labor for two part-time workers, turf maintenance and fuel costs, garbage service, irrigation repairs, restroom supplies and maintenance and repairs to clubhouse, concession buildings, fences, parking areas, field lighting and tractor, mowers, utility vehicles.
Administrative Costs – payroll costs for T&C executive director, registration/accounting manager and part-time office staff.  Also includes costs for all office computers, other office equipment and supplies as well as postage, printing and website costs.

Utilities – Water – costs paid to City of Austin and Northwest Austin MUD #1 for water for our 32 sports fields and support buildings.

Utilities – Electric/Telecom – amounts paid for all lighting at the complex as well as telecommunications cost for phones and internet service.

Capital Improvements – costs allocated in the budget for major additions, replacement or improvements.  This varies by year depending on needs and the amount of funds available.
Miscellaneous – Includes costs for outside legal and accounting fees, advertising, Foundation meetings and officer recognition.
